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At Crosfields we acknowledge the importance of sun protection and want staff and children to enjoy the sun safely.  We will work with staff and parents to achieve this through: 

Education 

Sun safety is discussed with all children in an appropriate manner at the start of the summer term. 
Sun Safety posters are displayed in both the Nursery and Reception buildings.
Parents and guardians will be sent a letter explaining the school’s policy on sun protection and how they can help at the beginning of the summer term. 

Protection 

Sun safety is always considered when planning any outdoor activity.

Both Nursery and Reception have a covered area and children are encouraged to play in the shade between 11 am and 3 pm.
As part of their school uniform, children are required to bring to school a Legionnaire style hat. 

A limited number of spare hats are kept in both Nursery and Reception to give to children who forget their own. 

A letter is sent to parents at the beginning of the summer term requesting that they apply a twenty four hour sun cream (factor 15 or above) to their child in the morning before coming to school. 
If parents feel extra protection is required, a clearly named bottle of spray on or on roll on sun cream (factor 15 or above) can be sent into school.  Staff will supervise the application of the cream prior to the child going out to play at lunchtime.  
Parents are required to sign a permission form allowing staff to help their child with the application of sun cream. 

The Reception children are encouraged to bring water bottles to school and to drink from them regularly.  During lunchtime play these bottle are taken outside so the children are able to access them easily.
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
